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   In Koreng... Over the course of the 

three days that the team visited, the team first 

got to learn from the locals a little about the 

past, the present, and the future of this area. 

They following day they participated in a medi-

cal outreach out of a church with the help of 

medical providers from the area and our 

brave team physician. We were expecting 

about 200 people; however, approximately 

1,000 people showed up requesting medical 

attention. Many people had to be turned away, 

as we could not possibly handle such numbers. 

However, for many the medical outreach 

made a huge difference: 298 patients were 

seen by a doctor; an additional 126 people 

were tested for HIV, of which 7.9% tested 

positive (HIV prevalence in Uganda is esti-

mated at 6%); 153 patients were tested for 

malaria, of which 112 tested positive and re-

ceived treatment (48 of these were children 

under the age of 5); and 53 patients were 

tested for Typhoid, of which 17 tested posi-

tive and received treatment. The team also 

distributed 200 mosquito nets to women and 

children that were not able to get medical 

attention. To these 600+ people these ser-

vices made a huge difference!   

   The team also prepared 130 slates that 

were then given to Kadacar Primary School 

(KPS), the elementary school that Embrace 

Uganda has been helping. Few students in the 

first and second grades have a notebook and a 

pencil to practice their writing and so they 

had been practicing by tracing letters in the 

dirt. We hope that these slates will help in 

changing this situation. During the teamõs visit 

to the school, the students and team members 

enjoyed a day of games and celebration. The 

celebration was because of the partnership 

between EU and Kadacar, and the announce-

ment that was made on this day that EU had 

collected the funds for a school well. In addi-

tion, the school was thrilled to hear that EU 

would also help fund an additional 4 teachers 

at the school, allowing them to have one 

teacher for each grade! It was a day of cele-

bration made complete with the team serving 

a lunch consisting of rice and meat and a bot-

tle of water. It was a joyous day!

   The months of June and July were a whirlwind! Fifty volunteers out of North Carolina and California visited the areas where Embrace Uganda 

is working: Kaihura (in Western Uganda), Koreng (in Eastern Uganda), and Agape Childrenõs Village (in Central Uganda). They engaged them-

selves in all kinds of activities, including: painting; earth-moving; distributing mosquito nets and other materials; medical and dental outreaches; 

marriage conferences; pastoral conferences; and even spa services!  Of the 50 volunteers, 20 were returning for the second or even the third 

time. As you can imagine, many friendships were either begun or continued between the visitors and Ugandan adults and children alike. Be-

tween hosting teams, we also traveled to Koreng to witness the completion of the construction of the well at Kadacar Primary School. In 

short, many lives were touched during these two months, and they were not only Ugandan lives. . . 
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   At Agape Childrenõs Village... Over the course of eight days, the team slept, ate, worked alongside, and fellowshipped 

with the children and the house mothers of Agape Childrenõs Village (ACV). This place is commonly known as an orphanage, but those who 

have been there know that this is much more than that; these are families, four, to be exact, comprised of 12 to18 children and one mother 

per home. The fellowship happened during the evenings and weekends; however, the daytime was packed with work, as the team tried to 

make improvements on the elementary school and the home areas of the childrenõs village.

   In Kaihuraé The team participated 

in various activities. Three days of medical 

outreach were completed in two villages sur-

rounding Kaihura with the help of the medical 

providers from the Hope Again Medical Cen-

ter in Kaihura and another one of our teamõs 

physicians. During this time, approximately 

510 patients were seen by a doctor or quali-

fied nurse; and 438 were tested for HIV, of 

which 36 tested positive.  

   At the same time, a small group of people 

distributed approximately 250 nets in the 

surrounding villages. This activity usually en-

tailed boarding motorcycles or the bed of the 

pick-up truck, as well as walking, to reach each 

of the homes that Bringing Hope to the Family 

has been supporting. These families has al-

ready prepared beds, and the team members 

would hang each net at each of these beds.  

   The team also facilitated two arts and crafts 

workshops at Dorcus Vocational School. The 

students learned paper-bead and print making. 

The students were very excited to learn new 

skills that may bring them and the school addi-

tional income.  

   At the Home Again Childrenõs Home the 

team also participated in moving dirt from one 

side of one of the homes to the other side in 

order to backfill a retaining wall. This activity 

was particularly important because the foun-

dations of the home was being exposed as 

water eroded the soil around the building. As 

a result of days of earth-moving efforts, the 

area where the retaining wall is looks much 

better. In the future it may be an area where 

the children can play, as opposed to be a haz-

ard to them as it was before. 

   Throughout this time, the team slept at 

Home Again and at Dorcus Vocational School. 

The relationships that were born or grew as a 

result of this time of fellowship are, as always, 

one of the biggest contributions of the team. 

   At ACV (conõt)... The areas 

around the homes had large gullies created by 

erosion, so the team dedicated a lot of their 

time to moving dirt, helping build retaining 

walls, and planting grass, bushes and some 

trees. Let iu point out that under the Ugandan 

sun, engaging in such labor-intensive activities 

is not easy, but the team members did a great 

amount of work in relatively little time! The 

results are very obvious around ACV, and the 

mothers (who are not slipping down the 

treacherous gradients outside of their homes 

anymore) are incredibly grateful.  On the side 

of the school, where many of the ACV chil-

dren attend, three classrooms and an exterior 

mural were painted. The spaces look very 

nice! Shrubs and trees were planted around 

the school grounds. All these improvements 

have lifted the spirits of the school staff.   

   In addition, many educational materials were 

brought by the team for the school and the 

homes. The teachers were excited to have 

new tools for teaching. At the homes, the  

team members spent time reading to the chil-

dren, playing games, and putting puzzles to-

gether.  It was a time of sharing, a time that 

none of those involved will forget any time 

soon... 
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   We were in Koreng for the completion of the deep 

well or òboreholeó funded by friends of Embrace 

Uganda at Kadacar Primary School (KPS).  The moment 

when the first water was pumped was truly exciting, 

not just for the KPS students but also for the schoolõs 

neighbors.  The school kids still had many of those 

òdisposableó water bottles given out by the NC team 3 

weeks before, and they waited their turn to fill them up 

under the stream of water. After getting water, the kids 

would quickly take the bottle to their mouths or their 

cupped hands, and drinké a look of relief and content-

ment in their faces...Wish that all of you who made this 

possible could have been there, but all we can do is to 

thank you and tell you that you have made an incredible difference in these 

peopleõs lives!!! 
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
