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At a Glance . . . 
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   Embrace Uganda (EU) will be trying to do 

some significant fundraising in the coming 

months so that a greater number of children 

all across Uganda can be sponsored to go to 

secondary school and university. 

   So far, approximately 16 students have been 

sponsored through Embrace Uganda. This has  

mainly been done by individuals who have 

been to Uganda and have established a rela-

tionship with a student in need.  

   Beginning next school year (starting in Feb-

ruary 2011), EU will try to incorporate 40 to 

50 students (many of which are orphans) to 

the program from Home Again Childrenõs 

Home, Agape Childrenõs Village, and other 

well-performing students from the Koreng 

area (in Eastern Uganda). These are mainly 

secondary school (i.e. middle and high school) 

students, that will later have a need for terti-

ary education (that being either vocational or 

university education), and EU would be com-

mitting to carrying them through their school-

ing.  

   This will be a huge commitment, but one 

that we know will make a huge difference for 

the future of these kids.  The current situation 

with the Home Again children in Kaihura, for 

example, is that they are attending a local day 

school, but they do not have a study area to 

study properly at night. If they were to attend 

a better boarding school with the help of EU, 

they would have access to a conducive envi-

ronment for studying and a greater chance f 

success.  

   Our job in the next few months will be to 

locate the schools where EU will be sending 

these students; to set up a system to track the 

studentsõ information and progress; and to 

work with our partners to figure out the best 

way to implement the program in country. 

   It has been said that the best thing that you 

can give an orphan is an educationñ

something that no one can take away. If you 

or someone you know is interested in helping 

sponsor these students, contact us or EU (see 

òContact Usó on the next page).

Computer classes have also contin-

ued, and we are making progress (slowly by slowly, as they say around here). And overall, we did a lot of chasing around information for vari-

ous individuals in the U.S.ñas the òeyes and earsó of Embrace Uganda, that is a big part of our role here, and we are happy to do it!  

  We also had to make a trip to Kampala this month for a few days. The purpose of our trip was to (1) meet with Pastor Michael about details 

of Embrace Ugandaõs scholarship program (we also had a good visit with his lovely family); (2) to get haircuts (we kind of have to get haircuts in 

Kampala, and it had been a while between trips, so it was way overdue!); (3) to have some mechanical repairs done on the truck by our genius 

mechanic and friend, Hannington; and (4) to satisfy our craving for Indian food (we know an awesome place in Kampala. Great bonus!)... 

   Although productive, it was a bit of an uneventful month, but we wanted to keep you updated. We appreciate you keeping up with us!
