   Did you know that smoke in the kitchen is the #4 cause of death 

and disease in developing countries? That is because many women 

use 3-stone fires (basically open fires) to cook in enclosed kitchen 

spaces. This causes women and their children, who often spend time 

around their mothers in the kitchen, to develop respiratory diseases.  

   At a course in Community Development at SIFAT in Alabama, Ana 

learned about the 16-brick rocket stove as a fuel efficient solution for 

reducing not only the use of firewood, but also harmful emissions.   

This is a technology that is made accessible to anyone because it in-

volves locally available materials only! 

   With the help of BHTF staff members and even some of the Home 

Again boys, we were able to make the bricks (specially made to retain 

heat), and build a stove at Janeõs home. Because Jane is the BHTF staff 

member who works with the widows in the community, she will be 

key in piloting this project. Our hope is that she will see the benefits 

of the stove and that she will then be able to teach other women 

             how to build the stoves, just as she learned.

   The month of October was an eventful one as we continued the work of the previous months in Kaihura, and received AJõs dad for a visit in 

Uganda. On the Kaihura side, computer classes have continued (as electricity has permitted between many outages!), and we have also begun a 

couple of other projects. AJ has been developing a database to help Embrace Ugandaõs leaders in the U.S. more easily track Embrace Ugandaõs 

supporters and donations. Meanwhile, Ana started a pilot project for the use of fuel-efficient stoves in the Kaihura community with the help of 

members of our partner organization, Bringing Hope to the Family (BHTF).   

   Then, toward the end of the month, we received AJõs dad (also known as òPapa Allenó around here now) for his first visit to Uganda. We 

were able to take him to all project sites of Embrace Uganda (in west, central, and eastern regions), introduce him to many of our friends and 

partners, and to see some of the beautiful wildlife and scenery that Uganda has to offer. We only wish that we could offer this intimate look 

into Uganda to all of you, our family, friends, and EU supporters!  

   As we took òPapa Allenó around, we were able to see the progress being made at Agape Childrenõs Village (in Central Uganda) and Koreng 

(in Eastern Uganda), where we have not had the opportunity to visit for the past few months. We have included some updates about Koreng 

on the next page.  
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   The Home Again Childrenõs Home was in dire need of latrines and bathing stalls.  To date, 

they have had only 3 latrine stances (one for boys, one for girls, and one for the adults), and 3 

bathing stalls, used primarily by the girls. With 70+ children and several adults, the situation 

was causing the boys to bathe outdoors, or in a temporary makeshift structure, and several 

kids were also using the outdoors as a toilet.  

   A very generous group of people donated funds to construct a new 3-stance latrine/3-

shower structure at the home. The structure is still under construction, having been delayed 

by heavy rains, but will likely be completed by mid-November. 

   The Home Again family is very excited about using the new facility (especially the boys), and 

they thank all of those who have made this possible!  
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
